STEPS FOR USING MASTERSCOREBOARD
The site is accessed by Desktop/Laptop or from your mobile phone.  The address for Masterscoreboard is www.masterscoreboard.co.uk/roscommon
Similarly, masterscoreboard can be assessed from a mobile device at
https://www.masterscoreboard.co.uk/mobile-app.php?
Users who already use Masterscoreboard may use existing Password.  For new members who may not have used Masterscoreboard before select your name from the dropdown list and then enter the Password flagstick (all lower case). This is a onetime password and you will be requested to change your password for one of your own choice.  Please remember your Password.  Your screen will show previous and future Competitions/Events and Menu is on the Top Left Hand Corner.
TO ENTER A COMPETITION IN MASTERSCOREBOARD
1. Select “Score Entry”.
2. Select “Sign In”.
3. Select Competition e.g. 18 Hole or 9 Hole Mens or Ladies Stableford/Stroke.
4. Select Tees e.g. “Red” or White.
5. The Screen will display your
(a) Handicap Index.
(b) Course Handicap.
(c) Playing Handicap.
These should all be recorded on your Scorecard. Scorecards are available from Clubhouse or a version downloaded from the Club Website.
Important to Note If a Player does not have Course Handicap on Scorecard, the card will not be valid and a Player will be disqualified from Competition/Event. See Rules of Golf 3.3b(4/1). Golf Ireland recommend that Handicap Index and Playing Handicap is also on the scorecard.

After Player has played their round of golf, scores should be verbally verified with your Marker.  Player “Sign Signature” and write down Markers name under “Markers Signature” .  Under no circumstances should cards be exchanged due to Covid Pandemic.
TO ENTER SCORES IN MASTERSCOREBOARD
1. Select “ Enter Score”.
2. Select “Competition e.g. 18 Hole or 9 Hole Men’s or Ladies Stableford/Stroke.
3. Select “Players Name” from dropdown list.
4. Select “Markers Name” from dropdown list.
5. Hit Next.
6. Input Score from Scorecard.
Scorecards should be uploaded on Masterscoreboard preferably before you leave the club grounds and placed in “Card box” in locker room.  In the event that you wish to upload your score on your Home computer, kindly take a picture of your card on your phone and place card in “Card box” in Locker room and input score when you return home from photograph taken.  The prompt submission of your score is important as it will enable your score to be included in the daily Playing Conditions Calculation (PCC ) and your Handicap Index to be updated ready for your next round.  All acceptable scores should be inputted before midnight local time on day of play as system closes competitions/general play automatically at that time.
Leaderboards and results are also available on Masterscoreboard.  The result when published will not be confirmed by Committee for a period of 24 hours.  This is to allow for a period of “Peer Review” as recommended by Golf Ireland.  All individual scores will be available for review on a hole by hole basis by each member.  You can logout of the site (Top Right Corner).
The Committee may contact Player and/or Marker for verification purposes. In the event of an error occurring on the score entry, the Committee will allow for the score to be amended subject to verification prior to confirmation of the competition/event result.  In the event that you cannot input your own score due to some “crisis of technology” another player may do so on your behalf.  However, the responsibility for the returned score rests with the player.

YOU MUST ADVISE YOUR INTENTION TO PLAY BY PRE REGISTERING ON GOLF IRELAND APP OR MASTERSCOREBOARD  PRIOR TO PLAY. ALL SCORECARDS MUST BE RETURNED ON DAY OF PLAY.

USING MASTERSCOREBOARD FOR GENERAL PLAY
Select “General Play” to enter and to record scores as above.
OR
USING GOLF IRELAND APP FOR GENERAL PLAY  search FOR “GOLF IRELAND” IN THE APPLE APP STORE (IOS) OR GOOGLE PLAY STORE (ANDROID). In GOLF IRELAND APP IT REQUESTS YOU TO CREATE A SCORECARD.   IN ORDER TO PICK YOUR COURSE YOU MAY HAVE TO USE THE SEARCH KEY IN THE TOP RIGHT HAND CORNER.
